A Review of Booklet Written by Shahid Ali,

Pakistan Rupayane Tarun Muslimer Bhumika
(Role of Young Muslims in Making Pakistan)
Published and widely circulated for mobilization in favour of Muslim League in
Surma-Barak Valley in 1946

In January 1946, Shahid Ali, a Muslim League leader of Sylhet published a
rvolutionary book “Pakistan Rupayane Tarun Muslimer Bhumika”. It was published by
the Helal Publishing House, Sylhet. Here the author quoted the speeches of Qaid-e-
Azam, Mr. Ali Jinnah who appealed to the people of different sections of the society for

favouring Pakistan. He quoted Jinnah’s speech,

“I warn the land lords and capitalists who are flourished at our expenses by a
system which is vicious and wicked. Believe me, I have seen many of them. There
are millions of our people getting hardly one meal a day. Is this a civilization?
Whether it is the aim of Pakistan? If this is going to be the result of Pakistan, I will
not have it....under Pakistan we visualize the nature of the government as peoples
government. In a word, in the ‘Pak’ (pure) land of Pakistan the sin of landlordism
and capitalism will not be there. It will be the state of exploited common people.
The extreme political and economic power of the state will be in the hand of
these people.”
Shahid Ali had questioned ‘How this dreamland Pakistan would be possible?’
He gave the answer as well, replying that revolution and collective movement were the
best means to achieve their ends. He said before declaring ‘Jihad’ against the British
imperialism, the ten crores Muslims of India should attempt to achieve a mutual
compromise with the Hindu brothers. He said if the Indus too recognized Pakistan, then
together they would be able to stand against the mighty British, but if they did not
recognize Pakistan then they would be compelled to fight simultaneously against both
British imperialism and Hindu fascism.
Shahid Ali in his book addressed the labourers and peasants as the hearts of

Pakistan and similarly appealed to the youngsters to aspirate to be the future leader of



Pakistan. He then evoked the religious sentiment and wrote that, Islam sands for
liberation and through Pakistan they were aiming for peoples liberation in every aspect.
Without that Pakistan had no meaning. He said that there was a text of Allah (Quran)
where it was written that, “For serving the people I created you as the greatest race.” The
author of the book appealed to the young writers to contemplate the welfare of the public
to write in favour of the exploited people for whom Pakistan would be established.
Shahid Ali believed that fiction, story, novel etc. on the problems of imperialism,
landlordism, capitalism, food problems, cloth problems, house problems, transport
problems, water problems would inspire people to raise their voice for Pakistan. He
wanted people to realize that an exploited life is not given by God but by satan, human
and the defective social system. Ali believed that if this realization came then none would
be able to cheat them, people will rebel. He appealed to the poets and singers not to
compose poems and songs of love and romance but of sadness and sufferings.

Shahid Ali then appealed to the young social workers to be in the fore front
extending service and help to the people who suffered from famine, flood, scarcity etc.
He appealed to them to win over the public through their selfless service so that people
would be able to understand what they want in Pakistan and for whom they want
Pakistan. Regarding the role of women Shahid Ali expressed elevated views. He
accomplish their mission without the contribution of women who comprised half of the
society. He appealed to the educated Muslim women for mobilizing the fellow Muslim
women by propagating the ideology of Pakistan. He hammered upon the idea that
Pakistan is for both men and women, so its struggle is of both and not of one only. He
appealed to women to become bold and brave, to break the social bondage and to lead the
movement. He said that the responsibility for the formation of a nation is greatly in the
hands of women, because the lesson about the dream nation will be learnt not from a
national leader but from the mother. So, women should be aware about Pakistan
movement.

However, Shaid Ali’s if approached a section of Muslims in favour of Pakistan,
the articles of Hussain Ahmed Madani and Syed Muhammad Mia also gave a spirit

among the nationalist Muslim infavour of united India.
